Science Delivery Plan Guidance

The page limit for this template is 2 pages and must use at least 11 point font.  Science delivery plans that exceed the page limit cannot be submitted.  The completed document must be converted to pdf prior to attachment. 

I. Science Interpretation and Delivery:
Investments in wildland fire science need to be accompanied by science interpretation and delivery.  Proposed research product(s) should demonstrate a clear understanding of how the project’s results will transition to implementation either directly as an outcome of the project or through future applied research or validation projects.  At a minimum, proposals should show a linkage between the work proposed and the needs of ultimate end users of the results.  Coordination between the proposer and the targeted end-user community is especially of value for late-stage research projects.  

II. Description of Results and Products:
Proposals should provide a description of how results and products will be effectively exchanged with field managers and other end users, as appropriate.

III. Delivery Methods and Tools: 
Projects should use a combination of passive (e.g., published papers, websites) and active (e.g., field tours, workshops, and training sessions) science delivery methods.  List and explain anticipated delivery methods/tools.  Some projects may prepare guidance documents specifically targeted to end users as a deliverable.  

IV. List of Additional Planned Publications: 
Many research projects result in the production of other publications that are not a formal deliverable.  List these additional planned publications if it is anticipated that they will be used for science delivery.

V. Coordination with JFSP Fire Exchange Network:

Note:  Final Reports are required for all funded research projects by the agreement end date.  Final Reports should reference actions taken to complete science delivery, but are not by themselves considered a complete science delivery plan or action.
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
